Looking forward to Cantate (Easter V) 
Monday: Isaiah 12:1-6 

Tuesday: James 1:17-21 

Wednesday: John 16:5-15 

Thursday: Though Jesus has departed from us visibly to the right hand of the Father 

who sent Him, yet this is to our advantage. For Jesus-who is Lord over all creation, 

who intercedes for us before the Father, who is preparing a place for us in heaven-has 

sent the Helper, the Spirit of Truth. (Jn 16:5-15) "Every good gift and every perfect 

gift is from above and comes down from the Father of lights" through Christ. (James 

1:16-21) The Holy Spirit helps us by taking of what is Christ's and declaring it to us.

What does God’s Word say about what hearers owe their pastors? We ask you, 

brothers, to respect those who work hard among you, who are over you in the Lord 

and who admonish you. Hold them in the highest regard in love because of their work. 

Live in peace with each other. (I Thessalonians 5:12-13) Obey your leaders and 

submit to their authority. They keep watch over you as men who must give an account. 

Obey them so that their work will be a joy, not a burden, for that would be of no 

advantage to you. (Hebrews 13:17)
