Looking forward to the Eleventh Sunday after Trinity 

Monday: Genesis 4:1-15 

Tuesday: I Corinthians 15:1-10 

Wednesday: Luke 18:9-14 

Thursday: “And the Lord had regard for Abel and his offering, but for Cain and his 

offering he had no regard” (Gen. 4:1-15). For unlike Abel, Cain’s offering did not 

proceed from a heart that revered and trusted in the Lord. Thus, the lowly tax collector 

who prayed, “God, be merciful to me, a sinner!” was the one who went down to his 

house justified before God, not the respectable, outwardly righteous Pharisee who 

trusted in himself and his own good living (Luke 18:9-14). “For by grace you have 

been saved through faith. And this is not your own doing; it is the gift of God, not a 

result of works, so that no one may boast” (Eph. 2:1-10). The one who penitently 

despairs of his own righteousness and relies completely on the atoning mercy of God 

in Christ is the one who is declared righteous. For Christ died for our sins and rose 

again the third day (I Cor. 15:1-10). Therefore, “everyone who exalts himself will be 

humbled, but the one who humbles himself will be exalted.” 

 

Catechism for the Week: Christian Questions and Their Answers 
9. What has Christ done for you that you trust in Him? He died for me and shed His 

blood for me on the cross for the forgiveness of sins. 10. Did the Father also die for 

you? He did not. The Father is God only, as is the Holy Spirit; but the Son is both true 

God and true man. He died for me and shed His blood for me. 11. How do you know 

this? From the holy Gospel, from the words instituting the Sacrament, and by His 

body and blood given me as a pledge in the Sacrament.
