Monday: Deuteronomy 18:15-19 

Tuesday: Philippians 4:4-7 

Wednesday: John 1:19-28 

Thursday: The coming of God in all His unveiled power at Mount Sinai was terrifying to 

the people of Israel. The thundering voice of the Lord puts sinners in fear of death (Deut. 

18:15-19). God, therefore, raised up a prophet like Moses—the Messiah, the Christ. God 

came to His people veiled in human flesh.

Catechism for the Week: Seventh Petition of the Lord’s Prayer

What does this mean? We pray in this petition, as in a summary, that our Father in 

heaven would deliver us from all kinds of evil, of body and soul, property and honor. 

And finally, when our last hour shall come, we pray that He would grant us a blessed 

end and graciously take us from this vale of tears to Himself into heaven.
