At that time Jesus spoke this parable to His disciples: “The kingdom of heaven is like a landowner 

who went out early in the morning to hire laborers for his vineyard. Now when he had agreed with 

the laborers for a denarius a day, he sent them into his vineyard. And he went out about the third 

hour and saw others standing idle in the marketplace, and said to them, ‘You also go into the 

vineyard, and whatever is right I will give you.’ So they went. Again he went out about the sixth 

and the ninth hour, and did likewise. And about the eleventh hour he went out and found others 

standing idle, and said to them, ‘Why have you been standing here idle all day?’ They said to him, 

‘Because no one hired us.’ He said to them, ‘You also go into the vineyard, and whatever is right 

you will receive.’ So when evening had come, the owner of the vineyard said to his steward, ‘Call 

the laborers and give them their wages, beginning with the last to the first.’ And when those came 

who were hired about the eleventh hour, they each received a denarius. But when the first came, 

they supposed that they would receive more; and they likewise received each a denarius. And when 

they had received it, they complained against the landowner, saying, ‘These last men have worked 

only one hour, and you made them equal to us who have borne the burden and the heat of the day.’ 

But he answered one of them and said, ‘Friend, I am doing you no wrong. Did you not agree with 

me for a denarius? Take what is yours and go your way. I wish to give to this last man the same as 

to you. Is it not lawful for me to do what I wish with my own things? Or is your eye evil because I 

am good?’ So the last will be first, and the first last. For many are called, but few chosen.”

This is 
not a judgment of the faith of others, but rather an indication of our obedience to the Lord’s command that 
those who kneel together at His altar be in complete unity regarding what they believe and teach (please read 
I Cor. 1:10; 10:16-17; 11:17-32). Your respect for our practice concerning the Lord’s Supper is appreciated. 
Please talk to Pastor if you have any questions.  
   If communing with individual cup, please hold your empty cup until Pastor has passed you with the chalice.  
And please remember to fill out a Communion card. 
  

The Gathering of the Offerings
